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Below is the basic window for the specifi c job.  Since we are dealing solely with viewing electronic proofs (or 
softproofs), we are only concerned with the larger window at the right.  � is contains all the pages of the job 
as well as the method of viewing proofs.

� ere are two ways to enter into the proofi ng window.  � e fastest is to double click on a page.  � is will open 
that page up in StreamProof view.  � is is a hi-resolution electronic proof that will allow you to scrutinize 
your content in great detail.
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� e StreamProof window provides excellent tools to examine the pages of your document.  If you select the 
“Channels” tab on the left hand side (as shown), you can check color builds.  � is is handy for determining 
black vs. rich black builds, useful in larger areas (as shown in the masthead of the page below).

Since this is a higher resolution 
proof, you can also zoom in on 
specifi c areas using the magni-
fying tool on the left hand side 
of the tool bar at the top.

For other tools on the toolbar, 
simply hold the mouse over 
each tool, and a description will 
pop up.
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When you are fi nished reviewing a specifi c page and want to move onto another page, go to the upper right-
hand side of the window and either click on the left or right arrows to move one page before or after (the set 
of arrows on the outside will go to the fi rst and last pages of the document, respectively).

Another option is to select the either the List View or Grid View buttons to see the grouping of pages as a 
whole, then double click on a specifi c page to view the hi-res proof of that page.

Once you’re satisfi ed with your pages, contact your CSR with
the approval.
